Alternative Scenic Bike Routes
 To Mt. Davis and Amish Country
Listed below are 3 bike routes that can be made from one to three hours time from The Burgess’ House.

They go to or near Mt. Davis, the highest point in the state, and Amish settlements.

All are guaranteed to be rigorous and gorgeous.

The Topographical Maps on the sun porch will show all three routes in detail.

Route #1-- Village and Farms: From the house, go down North St. to US 219; go right and make the next left onto Broadway at the tank. Proceed thru West Meyersdale, and Summit Mills. Turn right at St. Paul onto St. Paul Road. Make a left onto Oakdale Road; go past Compton’s Mill and up the hill. Turn left onto Tub Mill Run Road. At the end, go left, stay on the west side of the Casselman River thru West Salisbury and stay on the St. Paul Road back to the village of St. Paul and return to Meyersdale on the same route your traveled that goes thru Summit Mills.
Route #2—Mt. Davis: This route takes you to the lookout tower at the top of the mountain; it also drops you down over the mountain on good, dirt road thru the Forbes State Game lands; but have well tuned breaks.  From the house, go down North St. to US 219; go right and make the next left onto Broadway at the tank. Proceed thru West Meyersdale, and Summit Mills. At the top of the plateau, just past the sign for Hidden Valley Greenhouse, go right at the sign for Mt. Davis; at the sharp curve, bear left; at the next T, go right. At the summit, just pass the picnic grounds; go left to the lookout tower. You can turn left into the tower area or keep going straight if you don’t care to stop.  The road will turn to dirt, you will pass a lookout area and just past that, make a left onto South Wolf Rock Road (where it and Christner meet). Be prepared to travel over several steel grid bridges. You will come to the State Game Land headquarters; at the T, turn right, following the signs to Salisbury. At the next T, turn right onto the hard road, (you are just below the Compton’s Mill) go up the hill and turn left onto Tub Mill Run Road.  At the end, go left, stay on the west side of the Casselman River thru West Salisbury and stay on the St. Paul Road back to the village of St. Paul and return to Meyersdale on the same route you traveled that goes thru Summit Mills.

Route # 3 Deer Valley and Springs: This route takes some stamina but you can stop at the Pittsburgh Deer Valley YMCA camp and lake for a rest after you cross Mt. Davis and go into Springs to the Springs Store for food/groceries if you like. From the house, go down North St. to US 219; go right and make the next left onto Broadway at the tank. Proceed thru West Meyersdale, and Summit Mills. At the top of the plateau, just past the sign for Hidden Valley Greenhouse, go right at the sign for Mt. Davis; at the sharp curve, bear left; at the next T, go right. Go over Mt. Davis and as you start down, Deer Valley is on the right. Keep going on the same road, past Deer Valley Lake and the entrance to Hi Point Lake. After you pass the old Keystone Lime operation on your right, go left at Savage, past the Brethren Church and back up the other side of Mt. Davis.  Eventually you will drop down to Otto Brick and end at RT. 669. You may go right for a side journey to Springs and the Springs Store (fantastic homemade desserts) and Springs Historical Grounds.  Or go left onto Rt. 669 which will bring you into West Salisbury. Stay on the west side of the Casselman River thru West Salisbury and stay on the St. Paul Road back to the village of St. Paul and return to Meyersdale on the same route you traveled that goes thru Summit Mills.
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
