Amish and Country Living
A Guide to Sites and Shopping

Things to remember for this trip:
· This trip is not recommended on Sunday, as the Amish stores will be closed.

· You may want to take a cooler along for the great perishable goods you might like to purchase along the way.

· Please respect the beliefs of the Amish and do not take their picture.

· There are few restroom facilities so plan accordingly.
· Pass buggies slowly and carefully

From The Burgess House, go down North Street to the stop sign at Grant Street (also US 219). Turn right.  At the next street, Broadway, turn left at the tank at the American Legion. 
You are headed towards Summit Mills about 3 miles away.  On your way you will pass the Somerset County Fairgrounds where the August county fair is held. 
As you approach Summit Mills, you will see a Brethren Church on your right with a white Amish school house next to it.  You will see a sign on the left “Summit Discount”; make a right at the sign and bear to the right as the road forks. You will see Summit Discount grocery on your left.  This is a Amish/Mennonite Grocery Store with local goods, quits and crafts plus regular grocery items. 

As you go through Summit Mills You will see a sign “Zook’s Chair Shop” on the right; Zook’s which sells hickory rockers but has no pre-made inventory. Continue on Mt Davis Road. Turn right onto Matlick Road just before bridge (sign for Listenburg). Follow the road .8 miles on your right you will see the address of 480 and 490 Earnest Slabaugh and a sign for Quilt and Rug Shop. 
This is the The Candy Store. They make very delicious chocolate candy. Go back out the same way you came to Mt Davis Road and turn right and go over the bridge and 1.7 miles on your left will be Hidden Valley Greenhouse with a nice selection of perennials, annuals, shrubbery, and house plant.  The Hidden Valley Variety Store is a great place to purchase bulk foods, birch beer, kitchen supplies, spices and much more. The farm lost their barn during the tornado in June ‘98. They had a barn-raising that same July.
Continue 1.3 miles to St. Paul. Turn right onto St Paul Road. Follow this road .5 miles. Turn left toward Springs onto Oak Dale Road. On Oak Dale Road you will pass Amish farms on both sides bf the road. During summer months on the right is vegetable market – H&K County Produce.
Continue on Oak Dale Road .8 miles turn left on Tub Mill Run Road . Wagner’s Sugar Camp will be on your right. During the Maple sugaring season, the Jeffries family boils maple syrup and makes wonderful candies which are sold year around.  Continue .8 miles to end of Tub Mill Road. 
Turn right onto Springs Road or Rt. 669.  Whispering Pines Shop is you next stop. After you go around the sharp curve and enter the flat, you will see the entrance to Level Acres Nursery and Landscaping on your left and further up is Whispering Pines Shop on the right. The shop makes a variety of furniture and furnishings for sale. 
About 1.3 miles on your left is Sunset View (large white building followed by a greenhouse). Sunset is a wholesale greenhouse but also manufactures outdoor wooden furniture and in summer has a lovely vegetable stand.
Continue on Springs Road and on your left is a white/grey building called Mark’s Harness Shop. Here you will find horse supplies, belts, work shoes, vitamins/herbs, sleigh bells, purses and other leather goods. Continue for 5 miles and go to Springs, Pa. 
Every Saturday (Memorial Day — Labor Day) morning from 8:00-12:00 there is Spring’s Farmers’ Market which has plants, produce and flea market items. This is the site of the annual Springs Folk Festival in October. Housed here also is the Springs Museum and the Meeting House.

Also in Springs is the Springs Store. They have reasonable prices on a large selection of baked items, bulk foods and vitamins/herbs. They make the best donuts in this part of the country and you can get them particularly if you miss the donuts made by the Amish ladies at the farmer’s market. 

Continue on Springs Road. You will enter Maryland and pass the Mason Dixon Line On your right is Shady Grove Market. Here you will find quilting and embroidery, fabrics, quilts, stencils, notions, batting, Amish dolls, toys, and bulk foods.  Continue 2 miles on your left and look for Pine Accents directly across from the old Yoder’s. This is a must do with great prices on wrought iron and many country crafts and gifts!
Continue .5 miles to the end of the road. Turn left on Route 40 in Grantsville, MD. Casselman’s Restaurant and Hotel---a historic Inn on the National Road---is on the left .5 miles (great for a Mennonite meal) or go .5 more miles on the left to Penn Alps Restaurant (good smorgasbord). Also in this parking lot is Spruce Forest Artisan Village This is a walking tour of 12 historic structures and 10 working artisans. It is here you will find John Hostetler’s “Little House” which was moved here after being damaged at the original Hostetler Farm in Summit Mills by the 1998 tornado.  You will see the Old Stone Bridge crossing the Casselman River, featured in National Geographic. The area was once known as Little Crossings when George Washington came here during his disastrous journey to Jumonville and Fort Necessity; and later again to bitter defeat at Fort Duquesne with General Edward Braddock during the French and Indian War.

Continue 2 miles on Rt. 40 and on your left will be Hill Top Fruit Market (large store selling a great assortment of fruit, vegetables and candy). At stoplight turn left on Rt. 219N. Continue 4 miles to Salisbury, PA (where three tornadoes hit two days apart in early June ‘98). Stay on Rt. 219N to the by pass, take the exit to Meyersdale; at the bottom of the ramp, turn right. Follow Rt.219 into Meyersdale, as you head down the hill in town, you will see the town square with the Doughboy monument in the center.  Follow Rt. 219 by bearing to the left, pass Main Street and playground, JUST AS YOU GO AROUND THE CORNER, turn Right onto North Street and back to The Burgess’ House on your left.[image: image1.png]
